Stanislav Sokolov was born on the May 18th, 1947 in
Moscow, Russia. He is a famous Russian stop-motion
animation director. He graduated from VGIK in 1971
and has since worked for the Studios Soyuzmultfilm,
DEFA, Christmas films and S4C. He was awarded a
number of prizes for his films, most notably an Emmy
in 1992 for his contribution to The Animated Shake-
speare series. Sokolov is teaching at VGIK, where he is
a Professor of Animation and Multimedia Department.
In March-July, 2008, the exhibition of sketches and
puppetsalong with the film retrospective of S. Sokolov
was held in Dresden Film Museum, Germany. He car-
ried out master-classes on puppet animation in Yale
University(USA, 2012), in the Film Academy in Lodz,
(Poland, 2012), in Virginia University in Richmond
(USA,2013), at the World Slavistic Convent ASEEES in
Boston (USA, 2013), in San-Antonio (USA,2014).
